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Nearly all groups in “Christendom” 
require some kind of baptism for full 
membership.1 There is wide variation 
among churches regarding various aspects 
related to this doctrine, but all agree that 
the Bible includes it in the teaching and 
practice of the church.

What a blessing it would be to the world 
if all could “speak the same thing” and 
have “no divisions among” us on this vital 
topic! (1 Corinthians 1:10). Such unity is 
desirable because Jesus said it would help 
the world believe that God sent Him (John 
17:20–21). Such unity is attainable by 
using a common objective standard. That 
standard is God’s Word (John 17:17).

Finding salvation is life’s most 
important quest (Matthew 13:44-46). It is 
worth whatever struggle or price one has 
to endure or pay to have it. Paul wrote, 
“I endure all things for the elect’s sakes, 
that they may also obtain the salvation 
which is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory” 
(2 Timothy 2:10). God wants “all men to 
be saved, and to come unto the knowledge 
of the truth” (1 Timothy 2:4). Divine truth 
is knowable and liberating (John 8:31–32). 

Finding truth on any Bible theme, 
therefore, is important.

What is the truth about baptism? Since 
the word baptism is not found in the Old 
Testament, it was not a part of the law 
given by Moses; it belongs to grace and 
truth which came by Christ (John 1:17). 
That is signifi cant because grace saves 
(Ephesians 2:8; Titus 2:11–14) and truth 
frees (John 8:32; Galatians 5:1).

Let’s imagine we’ve never known the 
word baptism before; we’ve never heard a 
sermon on it; we’ve never read a tract about 
it; we’ve had no conversation regarding it. 
For a moment, imagine there are no family 
histories; no denominational allegiances; 
no friends, spouses, parents, or preachers to 
please. Let’s bring an open Bible (2 Timothy 
2:15), an open mind (Acts 8:31), some 
common sense (Isaiah 1:18), and simply 
knock at God’s door in the Scriptures to ask 
what He wants us to believe and practice. 
Let’s pick the Bible up as if for the fi rst 
time and examine this doctrine (2 Timothy 
2:15; 3:17). All who respect the Word can 
agree that whatever it says is sure to be right 
(Psalm 33:4; 2 Peter 1:3).
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The word baptism (various forms) is 
found 103 times in 75 New Testament 
verses. It is alluded to in many others (e.g., 
John 3:3–5; Titus 3:5). On average, it 
appears in every third chapter in the New 
Testament. One out of fi ve times when 
the word is found (22 times), it comes 
from Jesus Himself. Baptism was the fi rst 
public act of Jesus’ ministry, and baptism 
was among the last words He spoke on 
earth (Matthew 3:17; 28:19). Baptism was 
preached in the fi rst sermon the church ever 
heard (“Inauguration Sunday,” the Day of 
Pentecost) (Acts 2). There are about 3,100 
people specifi cally mentioned as being 
baptized in the New Testament (Acts 2:38, 
41, 47; 8:12–13; 9:18; 10:48; 16:14–15, 33; 
18:8; 19:5–7; 1 Corinthians 1:14, 16).

WHAT IS BAPTISM? 

THE MODE OF BAPTISM 

Our words “baptism” and “baptize” are 
borrowed from the Greek language. The 
Greek verb baptizo and noun baptisma 
were transliterated in the King James 
Version (and subsequent translations) 
as “baptize” and “baptism.” There is 
practically no dispute among language 
experts and Bible scholars of all religions 
as to the meaning of baptizo.2 It meant to 
“dip; plunge; submerge.” The Greeks had 
words for “sprinkle” (rantizo) and “pour” 
(cheo), but the Holy Spirit did not use 
them on this subject.

One does not need to know Greek, 
however, to know what baptism means. The 
most conclusive proof is the Bible itself.

Act of Baptism in the Scriptures
• Water (Acts 8:36)
• Much water (John 3:23) 
• Going down into water (Acts 8:38)
• Both baptizer/baptized in water (Acts 8:39) 
• Coming up out of water (Acts 8:39)
• Likeness of a birth (John 3:5)
• Likeness of a burial (Romans 6:4)  
• Likeness of a planting (Romans 6:5)
• Likeness of a resurrection (Colossians 2:12)
• Washing of the body (Hebrews 10:22).3 

What conclusion would one reach 
using only the Bible to guide him? Which 
mode—sprinkling, pouring, immersion—
best fi ts? Since “there is one baptism” 
(Ephesians 4:5), which approach would be 
safe in preparing for the Judgment?

WHY BE BAPTIZED? 

THE PURPOSE OF BAPTISM

A lot has been written and said on this 
subject, but let’s erase all that we have heard 
before and see what God’s Word teaches.

Purpose of Baptism in the Scriptures
• Saves (Mark 16:16)
• Puts one into the kingdom (John 3:3–5)
• Grants remission of sins (Acts 2:38)
• Brings gift of the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:38)
• Results in rejoicing (Acts 8:38–39; 16:33–34)
• Fulfi lls a command (Acts 10:48)
• Washes away sins (Acts 22:16)
• Gets one into Christ’s death, thus into His 

blood (Romans 6:3–4; Revelation 1:5)
• Raises one with Christ to walk in a new life 

(Colossians 2:12)
• Puts one into Christ/to “put Christ on” 

(Galatians 3:27)
• Saves (1 Peter 3:21)

What conclusion would one reading these 
verses reach concerning baptism’s purpose? 
Certainly the Bible teaches other things are 
involved in man’s salvation (e.g., God’s 
love, Christ’s sacrifi ce, the Holy Spirit’s 
work, grace, the gospel, Jesus’ blood, faith, 
mercy, repentance, confession), but these 
texts show that God designed baptism as an 
essential part of His plan.

WHO IS TO BE BAPTIZED? 

THE RECIPIENT OF BAPTISM

In Bible times, preaching about Jesus’ 
death, burial, and resurrection preceded 
baptism (Mark 16:15–16; 1 Corinthians 
15:1–4), so baptism was limited to those 
who could understand and learn (Matthew 
28:18–20; cf. John 6:44–45). Those who 
believed, were penitent, and “gladly 
received the word” were immersed on the 
Day of Pentecost (Acts 2:37–38, 41; cf. 
8:36–40). These could give evidence of 
their faith by making a confession of Christ 
(Acts 2:37; cf. 8:37; 9:9–11; 1 Timothy 
6:14–15). Since infants are incapable of 
hearing, believing, and obeying the gospel 
message, and are incapable of committing 
sin (James 1:13–16; 1 John 4:3), they do 
not need baptism. Infants are sinless and 
safe (cf. Ezekiel 18:4, 20; Matthew 18:3; 
19:14) and do not require baptism. Once 
one becomes accountable, which usually 
occurs around puberty (cf. Luke 2:40–52), 
he needs to be baptized.

Since Jesus said, “Why call ye me, Lord, 
Lord and do not the things which I say?” 
(Luke 6:46) would it be safe for anyone to 
omit scriptural baptism? Since Paul wrote, 
“Whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all 
in the name of the Lord Jesus” (Colossians 
3:17), would it be acceptable for any 
church not to teach and practice it? (cf. 
Matthew 15:1–9; Revelation 22:18–19).

Pursuit of truth must be done on a 
personal level. We are to “work out [our] 
own salvation with fear and trembling” 
(Philippians 2:12; cf. Acts 2:40). You and 
I will not be judged by what someone told 
us the Bible meant. We will be judged 
by what it actually teaches (John 12:48). 
We can listen to what others say, but we 
must study the Bible for ourselves and 
accept only what we fi nd in it. Truth, 
properly understood, harmonizes with all 
other truth. The Bible will not contradict 
itself. God is not the author of confusion 
(1 Corinthians 14:33).

It is possible to lay aside the 
commandments of God by keeping the 
traditions of men (Mark 7:8); it is also 
possible to lay aside the traditions of 
men to keep the commandments of God 
(Jeremiah 6:16). Many in this generation 
are doing this very thing by returning to 
the original church and doctrine as found 
in the Scriptures. Why not join them?

If you have never been baptized in 
compliance with the New Testament, ask 
yourself, “What doth hinder me to be 
baptized?” (Acts 8:36). Do not let any 
circumstance, any person, or any emotion 
stand between you and pleasing God.

“Why tarriest thou? arise, and be 
baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling 
on the name of the Lord” (Acts 22:16).

Alan Smith tells several interesting stories about below average criminals in a 
recent Th ought for the Day:

• When two service station attendants in Ionia, Michigan, refused to hand over 
the cash to an intoxicated robber, the man threatened to call the police. Th ey still 
refused, so the robber called the police and was arrested.

• A pair of Michigan robbers entered a record store, waving their revolvers in the 
air. One yelled “Nobody moves!” His partner moved, so . . . he shot him. “I was a 
little nervous,” he was quoted as saying.

• In Great Britain in 1997, a young man decided to blackmail a well-known 
supermarket chain by threatening to contaminate the foods on sale there. He sent 
a note demanding 30,000 pounds to be paid into his bank account and provided—
just to make sure that they got the right amount into the right account—his bank 
account number. Not surprisingly he was soon caught and convicted.

• Police in Radnor, Pennsylvania, interrogated a suspect by placing a metal colander 
on his head and connecting it with wires to a photocopy machine. Th e message 
“He’s lying” was placed in the copier, and police pressed the copy button each time 
they thought the suspect wasn’t telling the truth. Believing the “lie detector” was 
working, the suspect confessed.

Trying to keep secrets from God is even more foolish than any of these. All 
things are naked and open to His eyes (Hebrews 4:13). No action we ever 
take is a secret from God. No thought we ever think is unknown to 
Him. Th en the text says we must give account to Him. No one will 
be excused from the judgment seat of Christ. We must all appear 
there (2 Corinthians 5:10). Don’t think you are smart enough to 
pull the wool over God’s eyes. Don’t believe for one second that 
you will get away with sin.

On the other hand, God loves us and wants to forgive us. When He 
forgives, He forgets (Hebrews 8:12). You can’t hide from God, but 
you can take advantage of the opportunity to erase your sins from His 
memory. If you’ve never become a Christian, forgiveness is received by 
faith and submission to God’s will. Th at includes believing in Jesus Christ 
as the Son of God (John 8:24), repentance—turning away from 
sinful conduct (Acts 17:30), confession of your faith (Matthew 
10:32), and baptism to wash away your sins (Acts 22:16). Such 
a saved individual must be faithful by walking in the light 
(1 John 1:7). If you’ve become a Christian in the past, but 
stepped out of the light, then repent of your sins and confess 
them, and allow your brothers and sisters in Christ to pray 
with you for your forgiveness (Acts 8:22, James 5:16).

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Hezekiah was not compelled to 
show his visitors all that was in his house 
but he volunteered to do so (2 Kings 20; 
Isaiah 39:1–8). 

Th e prophet later asked, “What have they 
seen in thy house?” Hezekiah was foolish 
to show his treasures for it later led to the 
Babylonians returning to take them away.

Still it is a good question. What is there 
to be seen in our homes? If there is evil 
in our homes, we cannot always conceal 
it from our guests. If there is good, it 
likewise cannot be hidden. Th e all-seeing 
eye of heaven is aware of everything that 
happens in our homes (Hebrews 4:13). 

Friend, let us ask ourselves, “What have 
they seen in our houses?”
• Love or hatred, concern or indiff erence, 

gratitude or ingratitude, unselfi shness 
or selfi shness in the home relationships? 
Does each member think others exist 
only to meet his every whim and fancy? 
(cf. Philippians 2:1–5).

• What type of reading material is 
allowed in our home? Is it material 
built upon worldly things or erected 
upon the excellencies of the Bible? Are 
there true confessions in the home or 
the confessions of truth as found in 
the Bible and sound reading material? 
(Philippians 4:8). 

• What about the television programs 
we watch? Certain movies are R-rated. 
Instead of such fare, families need to 
Restrict those shows designed to appeal 
to our lower and baser elements. Many 
shows not rated so extreme are also unfi t 
for consumption—especially young, 
impressionable minds (Psalm 101:3; 
Ephesians 4:22–24).

• Would they witness the long face of 
pouting, the quick fl are of a temper 
tantrum, or uncontrollable bursts of 
anger when something fails to please 
you? (Colossians 3:8). 

• What type of spiritual atmosphere have 
they seen in our homes? Can they leave 
and say we are a spiritually minded and 
Bible-centered family? Paul wrote, “For 
to be carnally minded is death; but to 
be spiritually minded is life and peace” 
(Romans 8:6).

• Would they have observed us giving 
thanks for every meal? (1 Timothy 
4:3–4). Would it be so common and 
frequent a habit that our children would 
automatically wait for an expression of 
thanks before they passed the fi rst dish 
of food to the guests? 

• How long would a guest have to remain 
in our home before he saw the family 
head read the Bible and heard him pray 
with the family gathered around him? 
(Matthew 5:6). 

• What do guests see the family do if it 
is Sunday morning, Sunday evening, 
or Wednesday night? Do they witness 
every member making preparation to 
attend the services of the church? Are 
they invited to attend? If they refuse, 
do the guests see the family set aside 
their plans to go and remain home to 
entertain the current visitors (Hebrews 
10:25)? Or do they hear the family say, 
“If you will not go with us, just make 
yourselves comfortable. We will be 
back as soon as worship is concluded” 
(Matthew 6:33).

• Ancient Hebrews believed if they failed 
to teach their children a trade, they 
taught them to steal. Have they seen 
children who are required to earn their 
allowance and perform their part of the 
household and yard duties? (Proverbs 
22:6).

• Have they seen the home as a workshop 
for winning the lost to Christ? (Mark 
16:15–16).

What have they seen 

 in thy house?
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In conjunction with “Easter 
season,” the National Geographic Society 
released an ancient document dubbed the 
“Gospel of Judas.” 

In their news releases, National Geographic 
indicated the information in this third 
century papyrus codex threatened the 
“offi  cial” doctrine of the church by off ering 
an alternative view of the gospel story as 
revealed by biblical writers.

In this “Gospel of Judas,” Judas was 
given special insight into the plans of 
Christ, and as His most favored disciple, 
it was his task to “betray” Jesus so that 
His plans could be carried out. Th e text 
does not include any mention of the 
crucifi xion or resurrection.

It is interesting that the “Gospel of Judas” 
is supposed to be a secret conversation 

between Jesus and Judas, although it is 
written in the third person, and could not 
have been written either by Jesus or Judas. 
Since neither Jesus nor Judas could have 
written it, how did this unknown writer 
know about this secret conversation?

Th e document is a papyrus codex 
discovered near El Minya, Egypt, in the 
1970s. It is no doubt a copy of an earlier 
Greek text that was condemned by 
Iranaeus, an early church father, about 
180 a.d. It was probably produced by a 
second century member of a Gnostic sect. 
Th e Gnostics [from the Greek word for 
knowledge] believed that they had special 
knowledge not known to others, and 
taught many things contrary to the Bible.

Th e “Gospel of Judas,” like many other 
ancient documents (Gospel of Th omas, 
Shepherd of Hermas, and Ecclesiasticus), 

is interesting, but provides little real 
insight into the scriptures. Just because it is 
an old document, it is not necessarily true 
or valuable.

“And Judas Iscariot, one of the twelve, 
went unto the chief priests, to betray 
him unto them. And when they heard 
it, they were glad, and promised to give 
him money. And he sought how he might 
conveniently betray him” (Mark 14:10–11). 
Judas remains a tragic man caught up in 
his own greed. He is a warning to us.

Homosexuality is the big debate of our time. Any statement viewed as anti-homo-
sexual—even a simple endorsement of traditional marriage—is automatically 
condemned as biased, intolerant, and even “hate” speech. Under such relentless pres-
sure many have changed their views in recent years, including prominent politicians 
and media personalities. It has become common to hear some religious people say 
that the Bible does not condemn homosexuality or forbid homosexual marriage. To 
the contrary, the Bible is plain in showing God’s views of marriage and sexuality and 
the church’s responsibility to enter its voice in this discussion.
The Standard for MoralityAs past Creator, current Ruler, and future Judge, Jehovah God is sovereign over all the 

earth (Psalm 33:8). As such, He determines what is right and wrong. God has given 
man His written Word, the Bible (2 Peter 1:20-21), and it is ultimately His words we 
must follow (John 12:48; 2 Timothy 3:16-17; 2 Peter 1:3). All men will eventually 
answer to Him (Matthew 25:31-33; Romans 14:11). Truly “His thoughts” and not 
always “our thoughts” (Isaiah 55:8-9).
The Bible’s View of Sex and MarriageThe only recognized marriage in Scripture is between a man and a woman (Genesis 

2:18-24; Ephesians 5:22-33; 1 Peter 3:1-6). God created humans male and female 
at the beginning (Genesis 1:26) and performed the first wedding Himself, saying, 
“A man shall . . . cleave unto his wife, and the two shall become one flesh” (Genesis 
2:24).  Husbands and wives are authorized by God to engage in sex—even com-
manded to, under normal circumstances (1 Corinthians 7:1-5). That is the only 
approved sexual relationship in Scripture (Hebrews 13:4). Fornication, adultery, 
homosexuality, and divorce undermine the family structure and are strictly regulated 
(cf. Malachi 2:14-16; Hebrews 13:4). The traditional family is reaffirmed by Moses, 
Christ, and Paul (Exodus 20:14; Mark 10:6-12; Colossians 3:18-20).

Unless you 
are very unusual, you came up with 
5000. Th e correct answer is 4100, but 
for some reason, when you get 4060 
and add 40 to it, it comes out 5000.

Th is just shows how easy it is to 
miscalculate. We sometimes add 
just as poorly in religious matters. 
For instance, some think that their 

good works will add up to an eternal 
home. One cannot be saved by his 
own goodness; he must be saved by 
the grace of God (Ephesians 2; Titus 
2:11–14).

Others take John 3:16, Acts 16:31, 
and other references that mention 
faith and then they add them together 
to equal “salvation” as a total. But the 
Bible just doesn’t add up that way. 
Jesus said that man must live by “every 
word that proceedeth out of the mouth 
of God” (Matthew 4:4). Th e Book says 
that in addition to having faith, we 
must have penitence, confession, and 
baptism (Mark 16:16; Acts 2:38; 22:16; 
Galatians 3:26–27).

As far as this world is concerned, 
we might get by without being great 
mathematicians, but our eternal 
destiny depends on whether we learn 
to accept all of God’s revelation.

Let’s not add to that word, 
or subtract from it in any way 
(Revelation 22:18–19). Let us not 
divide our allegiance between God 
and the world. Let us instead manifest 
a simple interest in doing what God 
says do in the way He said to do it 
(Matthew 7:21; Hebrews 5:9).

In 1847, Sir James Simpson of 
Edinburgh discovered the use of chloroform 
as an anesthetic in surgery.  Some have 
claimed that this was the most signifi cant 
discovery of modern medicine. 

In his later years, Sir 
James was lecturing at 
Edinburgh University 
and a student asked, 
“What do you consider 
to be the most valuable 
discovery of your 
lifetime?” 

Sir James answered 
quickly, “My most 
valuable discovery was 
when I discovered myself a sinner and that 
Jesus Christ was my Savior.” 

Similarly, at age 82, near death, almost 
blind, and with fading memory, John Newton, 
author of the timeless song, “Amazing Grace,” 
spoke these words: “My memory is nearly 
gone, but I remember two things:  I’m a great 
sinner and Christ is a great savior.” 

Th e book of Romans makes clear these 
signifi cant truths that Simpson and Newton 
articulated.

Th e problem is sin (Romans 3:10, 23). 
Th e penalty for sin is death (6:23). 
Th e power of God unto salvation is the 

“Gospel” (1:16).
Th e provision for sin is Christ’s death (5:8).  
Th e price paid for sin is His blood (5:9).
Th e process by which we contact that 

blood? By placing our faith and trust in Jesus 
(Romans 5:1), confessing Christ (Romans 
10:9–10), turning from our sins in repentance 
(Romans 2:4), and being buried with Christ 
in baptism (Romans 6:1–4). Th en, we are to 
dedicate the rest of our lives in service to Him 
(Romans 6:12–18; 12:1).
